Studies from one of Hong Kong Institutes of Vocational Education (IVE);

•	 Higher Diploma in Business (Transport Logistics) from Hong Kong College of 

Technology;

•	 Higher Diploma in Logistics and Transport Operations at the School of 

Continuing and Professional Education, University of Hong Kong (HKU SPACE); 

or

•	 a qualification deemed to be equivalent to the above.

Students from other disciplines (e.g. HD in Business) will be assessed on a case-by-case basis and, if deemed to be eligible for admission, 

are required to take additional module in order to cover all the required pre-requisite knowledge in aviation discipline.

Eligible students from Aviation Operations and Aviation Logistics, Aircraft Maintenance Engineering, Transport and Logistics Studies 
and related disciplines have to take 180 credits through the normal scheme, which is equivalent to one and a half year study load in 
UK three-year honorary undergraduate degree curriculum. Credit-exemption (30 credits) will be granted specifically to the CityU AD 
in Aviation Management and Aviation Logistics graduates.

Students from other disciplines (e.g. HD in Business) will be assessed on a case-by-case basis and, if deemed to be eligible for admission, 
are required to take additional one module on top of the 180 credits in order to cover the required pre-requisite.

Coventry University in United Kingdom, through the School of Continuing and Professional Education (SCOPE) at the City University of 

Hong Kong, offers a one-year, full-time programme leading to the BSc (Hons) in Aviation Management.

Introduction to Coventry University

The history of Coventry University can be traced back over 150 years. The 

academic Structure of the University comprises three faculties and two schools: 

Faculty of Engineering and Computing, Faculty of Business, Environment and 

Society, Faculty of Health and Life Sciences, School of Art and Design, and School 

of Life-long Learning.

Programme Aims and Objectives
The purpose of the programme:

•	 To provide students with the knowledge and skills required to deal with management problems in the aviation-related industries 

through exploring the inter-dependence between air-transport and logistics operations; 

•	 Particular emphasis is given to the use of analytical techniques in tackling current and future issues in the industry in an international 

perspective;

•	 To enhance students’ lifelong learning skills for personal development and contribution to the society at large.

Introduction to Research Methods
This module introduces students to the process of business 
research and decision making. It provides an understanding of 
the practical and professional issues associated with the analysis, 
design and choice of solutions to business problems, and 
demonstrates the need for formal planning and management in 
the development of business projects.

Aviation Safety, Security and Emergency Planning
The module explores current approaches through regulation, 
management of human factors and the use of technology to 
safety and security issues applicable to aircraft, airports, flights 
and airline operations. It further considers essential procedures 
for coping with air and ground emergencies.

Add-vantage Module (English)
Students are encouraged to build upon their knowledge of English 
so that they can justify their opinions, answer unpredictable 
questions, develop or explain complex points, explore the 
differences between language use and meaning in context, and 
use the language in a creative and flexible way, producing quite 
long and complex structures.

Project Management
This module introduces students to project management and 
provides a foundation for developing project skills, both human 
and technical, that will enable them to work on a variety of projects, 
primarily with a computer or knowledge based element.

Global Logistics
This module examines a variety of approaches to the management 
of logistics operations that can be used to increase the efficiency 
and effectiveness of the supply chain. Emphasis is placed on the 
international context and the development of new approaches using 
IT to improve the flow and impact of information.

Project
The project module will be a major individual study at 
Honours level in a subject related to the degree award. It 
serves as the main vehicle for integration of the various 
programme modules and provides a focus for practical 
application of the knowledge gained on the programme.

Aircraft Engineering and Maintenance
This module aims to enhance students’ practical experience of 
the aerospace industry and technology by using specifications 
to design, construct and evaluate the maintenance requirements 
of aircraft components. Students undertake work on the design, 
modeling, testing and maintenance requirements of a small 
aircraft. Knowledge and skills gained from other modules on their 
course will be utilised.

Add-vantage Module (Effective Communication)
The aim of this module is to provide students with an 
understanding of the principles and techniques which will assist 
them to enhance personal communication skills, and to require 
them to analyse and apply appropriate communication strategies. 
Participants will be given the opportunity to practice these skills 
in a safe environment and reflect on current performance and 
future development need.

Management and Organisational Behaviour
The module aims to provide an understanding of the practical 
and professional issues associated with organisational 
behaviour and how these relate to effective management 
practice. The module demonstrates the application of 
behavioural science within the workplace and emphasises 
the role of management as a core integrating activity. It 
will provide an understanding of the human aspects of the 
management of change.

Supply Chain and Logistics Management
This module provides students with a broad introduction to 
fundamental concepts and issues associated with logistics and 
places these within the wider framework of managing the supply 
chain. Motivation for the optimisation of processes is presented 
within the business context, and methods underlying inventory 
management, materials handling, and transport and distribution 
systems are introduced.

Aviation Management
This module outlines the organisation of the airline industry and 
the various factors that affect the management and operation 
of international and regional carriers.  The problem of financing 
airline operations and investment, and the different marketing 
strategies used by airline business are also introduced.  The 
interdependence between airlines, aircraft manufacturers, and 
airport authorities is explored.

Aviation Strategy and Planning
The module explores the application of business strategy 
principles and practice in the aviation industry with specific 
reference to current developments in the ownership and 
operation of international and national airline businesses and 
route development.

Curriculum OutlineStudent Support from CityU
Teaching will be delivered mainly by CityU full-time academic staff with input 

to teaching from Coventry University. The programme will be held at SCOPE 

designated learning centers in Kowloon Tong or other designated venues and the 

programme administration function will be supervised locally by a Programme 

Team of SCOPE.

Students will be provided with access to CityU’s library (including electronic 

resources) and computer services centre located on campus. Students can also 

utilize the resources centre managed by SCOPE at its Jockey Club Environmental 

Building Learning Centre.

Programme Structure
The programme structure consists of mandatory modules. In order to further benefit the students, 2 Add-vantage modules focusing on 
the key transferrable skills covering English and communication skills training are also designed for the students.
